French is a global language second only to English, opening doors for opportunities on five continents.  For example, French, along with English, is the official working language of  the United Nations, UNESCO, NATO, Organization for Economic Cooperation and Development (OECD), the International Labor Bureau, the International Olympic Committee, the 31-member Council of Europe, the European Community, the Universal Postal Union, the International Red Cross, Union of International Associations (UIA), among others. The French economy is one of the strongest in the world and is increasingly a leader in technological innovation.
When employers and universities look at applicants, they start at the top of the list and look for those students who have risen above the rest. High school students should consider studying at least four years of a foreign language. With French they have access to the most widely spoken foreign language in the world after English and they become familiar with a culture that significantly influences our own.
